The Project Syndicate o.p.s was founded in order to support an international exchange of expert
opinions on major political, economic, and philosophical issues of global importance.

The Project Syndicate o.p.s endeavors to provide services that facilitate the spread of unbiased
and impartial expert information and views from select authors through newspapers, magazines,
and other media committed to ethical principles. To achieve this end, the Project Syndicate o.p.s
shall coordinate activities centered on offering, exchanging, translating and monitoring articles,
commentaries, and other contributions thus raising the intellectual potential available to the world
public.

2008 was the Project Syndicate's first year of operation and it was one of great success. The
Project Syndicate o.p.s added 74 newspapers and 7 new countries to its membership roster.
lndeed, as of April, 2009,75% of the world's countries host a Project Syndicate member paper.
Furthermore, 197 newspapers in developing and less developed countries receive Project
Syndicate editorial support including free content and access to free translations in Arabic, French
(for Sub-Saharan Africa), Spanish, Chinese and Russian.

Project Syndicate now distributes 41 commentary series and from April 1, 2008 to April 1, 2009 it
distributed to its member newspapers 542 commentaries.

Between April 1 , 2008 and April 1 , 2009, we recorded to 17,580 publications of Project Syndicate
commentaries.

We are enormously proud of the good work done in 2008, and look fonarard to continuing to
support an international dialogue and debate on the key issues shaping our world today in 2009.
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
